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Summary

Educational counselling coordinators provide a lifeline for school counsellors in the performance of their
role. This study investigated participants' responses to nine questions investigating the psychological effects
that educational coordinators experience on being assigned their duties. The number of female participants
was four times that of males who participated. The results indicated that half of the coordinators
experienced stress in the school setting associated with the role of coordinator, while others reported no
stress, indicating individual variability. The participants recognized that student guidance, special
supporting education, and school counselling were highly coordinated. Communication within schools was
seen as active, as seen in a case conference when a bullying incident was discussed. Many coordinators felt
that their educational philosophy changed after taking on this role. The correlations between the
participants' responses suggest that better coordination with school counsellors makes it easier to create an

exclusive relationship with coordinators, which is identified as an issue for future research.
